LEGISLATION

Do you know how many days a year your representatives spend in
session, where they are supposed to be working on the issues affecting
use With our national Congress reconvening this week, it made me
realize that | did not know exactly how much fime was spent in session,
so | did some research to see when our leaders are “scheduled in.”

The lllinois State Senators worked from January 3 to May 31, 2011.
There is nothing further on their slate for 2011. This scenario is roughly
the same for the lllinois House of Representatives. They were in session
in 2011 from January 3 to May 31, with two additional days in June.
They were in session for a total of 80 days. This is out of a possible 219
business days in the year, more or less. The U.S. Senate and House of
Representatives calendar is slightly more crowded, with roughly 129
scheduled days in session.

While there is other work to attend to while not in session
(committee meetings, research, the odd meeting with a constituent,
etc.), | was fruly amazed at how little time is actually spent in the
formal debate of government and policy. My next effort will be to
contact our leaders to see if they are willing to share with us some of
what occupies their non-session days.
